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This book is a thorough, methodical summary of the application process for graduate school. The

author is clear and straightforward in his presentation of information and advice, though also rather

repetitive. The book was most helpful for me in providing a picture of the relative strength of an

application from the perspective of an admissions committee member, a role in which the author

has functioned for many years. Particularly enlightening was the insight that, according to the

experience of the author, letters of recommendation carry the most individual weight in determining

a candidate's qualification. This book will be most beneficial for those who find the thought of

applying to graduate school daunting or who operate most effectively when thinking through such a

process systematically. Others, including myself, will find much of the material provided in this book

to be inapplicable (e.g. whether or not you are "right for graduate school"), common sense (e.g. that

"first impressions matter most"), or accessible through other means, such as conversations with

professors and students (e.g. "what should be in your CV").

This is a MUST READ. This book is full of information to help the reader understand how the

application process works and what they are looking for. I couldn't decide what language and tone

to use in my application letters, who best to ask for letters of reference, or how to ensure a professor

really knows me so that they can write good letters in the first place. After reading this book, I

understand not only how the applying to grad school works, but also the general process of applying

for important positions. This book has given the tools to understand how that applying to grad

school should kind of feel like applying for a job that you really, really want because that's what grad

school ultimately leads to. This book will greatly improve your chances and give you an excellent

foundation from which to build your application.
