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In most Caribbean countries homosexuality is still illegal and many outside of the region are

unaware of how difficult life can be for gay men and lesbians. This book collects interviews with

queer Caribbean writers, activists, and citizens and challenges the dominance of Euro-American

theories in understanding global queerness.
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
