education systems. The first is the gap between the quality of schooling that most middle-class



students get and the quality available to poor and minority children. The second gap, and the one
that is the primary focus of the book, is the global gap between even what our best schools are
teaching and testing and what all students need to succeed as workers, learners and citizens in
todaya ™s global knowledge economy.Wagner posits seven a cesurvival skillsa  that he says are
necessary. These include:1. Critical thinking and problem solving2. Collaboration across networks3.
Agility and adaptability4. Initiative and entrepreneurship5. Effective oral and written
communication6. Accessing and analyzing information7. Curiosity and imagination.He discusses
these shortcomings in detail and gives many examples. He states that there is an overemphasis on
testing which leads teachers to teach to the test. Another problem is that the training future teachers
get in education schools is not adequate to what is needed.This book is very valuable for parents,
students and anyone interested in educationa "both in the United States and globally. It not only

provides specific examples, it also gives sources and organizations that you can contact.
